This grant will allow CMU to pay for curriculum approvals, instructor approvals and training fees to be in line with meeting the
new Addiction Certification, Licensure Laws and updated curriculum changes as outlined by the Office of Behavioral (OBH) and
Colorado's Department of Regulatory Agencies (DORA). This grant will allow us to update our current Memorandum of
Understanding with OBH and assure that CMU's Addictions Counseling Training Program meets OBH standardized curriculum
requirements. These changes will stream line the DORA credentialing process and lessen the fees by more than $100 per
student so they can become Certified Addictions Technicians (CAT); Certified Addictions Specialists (CAS) or Licensed Addictions
Counselors (LAC)

County's opiate epidemic and substance use problems continue to take its toll with more than 700 emergency calls taken
being related to the use of substances.

CMU's Addictions Counseling Training Program trains 20 students per year, who are eligible to take the national exam and
apply for their CAT, CAS or LAC. Addiction providers can provide 1000 units of addictions-based services per year and treat
between 1000 and 1500 individuals with and addiction. Potentially expanding treatment capacity by 20,000 people who have
an addictive disorder per year. CMU’s Addictions Counseling Training Program has increased the number of students who
complete the program ten percent, each year over the last four years and has been at full capacity for the last two years.
